Dear Parents/Guardians, 


Welcome to a new year at Hudson Middle School!  My name is Ms. Carullo, and I will be your student’s Reading teacher.  Please allow me to take a moment to give you a brief outline of my class.  This year we will work on evaluating and understanding literature, the dynamics and usages of literary devices, we will learn strategies to analyze all texts, and improve our critical thinking skills through the practical application of strategies and devices we have learned.    


There will be four main components of grading for this course.  These are:

· class work/homework – weighted at 20% 


· quizzes – weighted at 30%

· tests and projects – weighted at 25%
· Accelerated Reading – weighted at 25%
According to our A.R. programs, students are expected (there a few exceptions, of which I will inform you as they occur) to read at least one A.R. book that is on their reading level every three weeks and test over the book(s).  Here at Hudson Middle School we have the HAWKS Read program, in which everyone is to read their library books for thirty minutes every day before sixth period.  If a student does not complete the necessary reading during HAWKS Read to meet our AR testing deadlines, the student is required to read on their own time.  Students will be responsible for choosing their own A.R. books from the library.  Students will have the opportunity to go to the library every other week as a class.  Students may also go to the library before school to check out or return books; however, if they would like to go to the library in the morning you will need to write them a pass to leave the gym.  The library is also open for a brief time after school.

Students will need pens and pencils daily for this class.  Students are required to maintain the reading section of the binder they have for this grade level.  We will use this section to house notes and class work.  Students are also required to bring their library books with them to reading class as well as to HAWKS Read.   I do not accept late work, unless if it is for a major project that will count as a test grade.  In this case, ten points will be deducted every day the project is late.  For policies concerning make up work and discipline, please refer to the student handbook.
